INTRODUCTION

jan Yakovlevich Yakovlev is one of
the most outstanding figures in the sphere
of the culture of non-Russian peoples in
the East of Russia. He worked among them
for more than 50 years following the
remarkable traditions of Russian enlig-
htenment which were started in the remote
past by the progressive intellectuals of our
multinational motherland.

As far back as the late 70-ties of the
past century he worked out and then suc-
cessfully realized the system of elementary
education in the bilingual school, and this
system later spread widely among non-
Russian peoples of Russia. It was made
compulsory by the Rules for Elementary
schools of non-Russian peoples which was
approved by the Ministry of Education
on March 31, 1906.

I. Yakovlev was an important public
figure, an honorary member of British and
Foreign Bible Society in London; he also
organized philanthropic societies; he ar-
ranged the translation and publishing of the
Holy Writ as well as books in various fields
of knowledge; he maintained creative
relations with many foreign scientists. So,
it is quite natural that a lot is written about
him in this country and abroad.

The interest to his manysided innovatory
activity as well as to his scientific heritage
is growing from year to year. This is proved
by a wide-scale celebration of his 150th
birthday in 1998 which turned into the
celebration of friendship and spiritual unity
of the peoples of our country. In the
resolution of the Russian government
(Ne770 from June 24, 1997) the signi-
ficance of the pedagogical and spiritual
heritage of 1.Yakovlev is specially emp-
hasized as «a great contribution in giving
the indigenous peoples of the Volga Ural

regions access to the achievements of world
civilization».

Album is also dedicated to the 150th
birthday of I. Yakovlev. It is published on
the initiative of academician L.Kurakov,
Rector of Chuvash State University named
after I. Ulyanov. The aim of this edition is
to propagate the scientific herit-age of the
enlightener, to preserve the unique photos,
documents and drawings which constitute
the invaluable treasury of Chuvash national
culture. Many photos in this album are
published for the first time.

Unfortunately, it appeared to be im-
possible to restore some faded photos. The
arrangement of the material is done in the
chronological order. However, some de-
viations are made to show his closest en-
circlement during his studies and his work
as the inspector of Chuvash schools in
Kazan educational region. The charac-
teristics of those who surrounded him is
given through the words of I.Yakovlev
himself. More detailed information about
them can be found in the names index at
the end of the album which consists of 8
parts. The first 7 parts describe the child-
hood of 1.Yakovlev, the years of his studies
and work in different departments, his
scientific, pedagogical and social activities,
his last years in Moscow where he lived
surrounded by his children and his pupils.
Part 8 is devoted to Chuvash State uni-
versity named after I.Ulyanov, I.Yakov-
lev’s close friend and companion-in-arms.
The Simbirsk Chuvash Teachers’ Training
school founded by I.Yakovlev as far back
as when he studied at the gymnasium
became the prototype of this University.
Now the University follows the best tra-
ditions of the school and realizes the
cherished dreams of its founder. By bringing
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its educational establishments of various
types closer to rural population. They
function not only in Chuvashia but also
beyond its borders. In autumn 1998, on
the initiative of L. Kurakov, the philological
faculty preparing teachers is opened in one
of the old buildings of the former Simbirsk
school, thus bringing to life the Teachers’
Training school which stopped functioning
in 1956.

So the pedagogical complex founded by
I. Yakovlev 130 years ago in Simbirsk (now
Ulyanovsk) gradually becomes a university.

The last part of the album is rich with
illustrations. Photos of the scientific cent-

res, of the University departments which
are spread on the territory of Chuvashia are
presented here.

The foreword is published in Russian,
Chuvash and English. The texts under the
photos and documents are given in Russian
and English. The final pages of the album
present I. Yakovlev’s testament to the
Chuvash people; it became the life-pro-
gramme for the young generation.

All the photos, as well as the duplicates
of the documents, used in the album are
kept at the Institute of I. Yakovlev, the
Chuvash State University named after
I. Ulyanov.

FOREWORD

jan Yakovlevich Yakovlev spent a
difficult, but noble life. He was born on
April 25, 1848 in the Chuvash village of
Koshki-Novotimbayevo of the Buynsky
district of the Simbirsk province (now the
Tetyushinsky district of the Republic
Tatarstan). He was left without parents
on the second day of his life. He was
given a name and a surname after his god
father. The orphan had been brought up
till the age of eight in the family of serf
peasant Pakhom Kirilov, serving him as a
guide.

In 1856 Ivan was taken away without
any permission from his guardians to the
Burundukskoye appanage school, where the
education was held in the Russian language
since the first form. It caused to Chuvash
boys a lot of troubles. Nevertheless in 1860
Ivan Yakovlev graduated from the school
among the top pupils and was sent to
Simbirsk to continue his studies in the
district school. He was to become a teacher.
But at the end of December of the same
year he was transferred with the whole
class to the just organized geodetic-valuer
classes. He finished it successfully in 1864
and was sent to work to the Syzran
appanage office as a geodetic-valuer.

1.Y.Yakovlev worked as a land surveyor
for three years (1864—1866). During this
period he had to do geodetic job in
Russian, Chuvash, Tatar, Mordvinian
villages. In Chuvash villages the young land
surveyor, brought up by the old man
Pakhom Kirilov, was fond of talking with
old residents, took an interest in their life,
the history of their land. Such an interest
was also caused by the fact that in several
Chuvash villages he didn’t find his fellow
country-men, though in the documents
they were mentioned as Chuvash. According

to old tenants the population converted to
Islam voluntarily, escaping the tsarist
slavery, the policy of forced conversion to
Christianity. The native language of the
ethnic groups was admitted neither to
Church, nor to school. It lead to sad results.
At the beginning of the 60-ties of the XIX
cen., in several districts of Samara and
Saratov provinces the whole Chuvash
villages were converted to Islam, and
several families even moved to Turkey. It
could turn out to be the national mo-
vement of the whole Chuvash nation. The
voluntary refusal from its religion, culture
and motherland always made people
disappear peacefully in the labyrinth of
history.

Having profondly realized this danger,
the 16-year old land-surveyor, Ivan Ya-
kovlev decided to devote his life to the
preservation and development of the
Chuvash culture by creating a national
school, system of education.

But for that he had to receive an
education himself. In 1866 he got with
great difficulty a release from the service in
the appanage department. In 1867 he
entered the 5 form of the Simbirsk grammar
school for boys, and the next year (1868)
he turned his flat into a private school where
the native language was taught. So thanks
to the efforts of the grammar school
student Ivan Yakovlev, a Chuvash school
appeared in Simbirsk. It became a strong
obstacle to the Chuvash apostasy, a source
of the whole Chuvash culture.

In 1870 I.Y.Yakovlev graduated from
the grammar school with a golden medal
and in the same year entered Kazan
University. The inspector of the people’s
school of Simbirsk province I.N.Ulyanov
directed his Simbirsk school. The teachers
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of the local grammar school and the
community of the town helped spiritually
and pecuniarily.

While studying at the university the
student Ivan Yakovlev compiled a new
Chuvash alphabet, published Chuvash
ABC-books based on it, Gospel from
Matthew, Mark and Luke, «The Funda-
mentals of the Christian orthodox faith».
In 1875 1. Y. Yakovlev successfully gra-
duated from the University and was ap-
pointed inspector of the Chuvash schools
of the Kazan school with the office in
Simbirsk.

In 1875 this school in Simbirsk became
the Central Chuvash one in the whole
Russia, in 1890 was changed into a
Teachers’ Training School, and in 1917
— into a Seminary, and in 1920 — into
the Institute of people’s education (consult
for details the scheme of development of
the school on page 113). By 1917 more
than 1000 teachers graduated from Simbirsk
Chuvash school. Among its alumni there
were not only teachers, but also scientists,
composers, painters, statesmen, heroes of
Labour and the Great Patriotic War. The
teaching staff and students were of diffe-
rent nationalities. Here studied the clas-
sics of the Chuvash literature K.V.Ivanov,
N.V.Vasilyev-Shubossini, the famous
Chuvash scientists-mathematicians P.M.Mi-
ronov, N.M.Okhotnikov, an outstanding
Mari educator-scientist G.Y. Yakovlev, the
first Kazakh woman-teacher A.D.Oraz-
baeva, the Russian writer V.I.Manenkov,
etc.

[.Y.Yakovlev continued translating,
compiling and publishing books. For 28
years of work as a district inspector (1875—
1903) he opened and reorganized a lot of
village schools, organized 14 parishes,

published more than 100 textbooks,
teaching aids, books on various branches
of science, worked out the scientific
fundamentals of education in the bilingual
primary school, where the native language
of non-Russians, that is how the ethnic
minorities in Russia were called, became
the tool and subject of education.

Reactionary officials of the Ministry of
national education found in it a mani-
festation of separatism and nationalism. In
1903 the post of the inspector of the
Chuvash schools of the Kazan school
district was abolished. Henceforward
I.Y.Yakovlev had to guide only his own
Teachers’ Training school in Simbirsk, that
gave him a chance to create an argicultural
farm with an advanced technique, to pay
more attention to publishing and trans-
lating, compiling more perfect textbooks
and teaching aids. In 1910 the New Tes-
tament appeared in the Chuvash language.
Intensive work dealing with the translation
and publication of the Old Testament
continued. Unfortunately World War I and
its consequences prevented him from
finishing the translation and publishing this
historical book.

Together with his students I.Y.Ya-
kovlev published the first belles-lettres
works of the Chuvash literature, the best
spieces of folk songs, organized the school
theatre, string and brass bands and a
symphonic orchestra, female, male and
mixed choirs, constantly enlarged the
educative productive base of the agricultural
farm, by bringing its useful area to 300
hectares. The farm served first of all as an
experimental model household for sprea-
ding the advanced agronomical knowledge
among peasants, technique, spieces of
highly yielding agricultural crops, etc. The
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care I.Y.Yakovlev for his people didn’t
limit to the development of education. He
was also always aware of his household
economical needs, the propaganda of the
scientific knowledge.

1.Y.Yakovlev's school and its activity
provided for intellectual and cultural
development of the people: engendering
and development of Chuvash belles-lettres,
origin and initial steps of national music,
theatre and painting. It was I. Y. Yakovlev's
school that gave prominent teachers,
scientists, writers, artists, distinguished
statesmen and military specialists.

Semi-centennial activity of 1.Y.Ya-
kovlev was devoted to the national progress
of his people. The enlightener’s ambition
was to bring about Chuvashes in economy
and culture up to the level of Russians,
to attain equality and frienship of the
peoples in Russia.

So under the wise guidance of 1.Y.Ya-
kovlev, the former appanage peasant, his
flat school turned into a big scientific
educational and cultural centre. For many
peoples of Russia it was a school of state
existence of science and accustoming to
the world civilization.

g%an Yakovlev spent his childhood in the
family of blind Pakhom Kirilov a serf
peasant from the village of Koshki No-
votimbayevo, to whom he had served as
a guide till he went to an appanage school.
Those times the Chuvash people didn’t
try to study. They taught their children to
work hard, to follow strictly the rules of
common living, that was also a kind of a
life school. But it turned out that
LY. Yakovlev had to study in a state school
since early childhood to become later the
enlightener of his country-men.

In August of 1856 while working in
the fields he was sent to study to the village
of Starye Burunduki where the appanage
school was situated. In his studies he
proved to be an industrious and gifted boy.
From the first grade the whole process of
education at school was in Russian, the
alien language for him and that caused a
lot of problems in his studies. In spite of
that 1.Y.Yakovlev finished the appanage
school in 1860 and as one of its best pupils
was sent to Simbirsk to continue his
education.

Having
received the certificate of a geodetic valuer,
he wanted to continue his studies, but the
appanage administration forbade it,
because he was to serve in their department
for at least 10 years for the education he
had got.

He had to work in the Chuvash villages
in the Simbirsk Region and in other regions
of the Middle Volga as well. Povetry, il-
literacy and separation from Russia forced
Yakovlev to think about the fate of the
native people, of its future. The young
geodetic valuer thought for a long time
how to get his people out of the darkness
and ignorance. The way only seemed the
enlightenment.

Having achieved a release from the
service in the appanage department, 1. Y. Ya-
kovlev entered the gymnasium and then
organized the school of the native lan-
guage. During the day-time he studied
himself, and in the evenings he taught his
pupils. That didn’t prevent him from fi-
nishing the gymnasium with a golden
medal.

At the University the student Yakovley got
acquainted with the famous turkologist,
professor N. I. llminsky and other out-
standing scholars.

They helped Ivan Yakovlev to compile
a new Chuvash alphabet, the ABC-books,
to translate Gospels and other religious
books. 1. Y. Yakovlev involved the pupils
of his Simbirsk school into translating and
publishing books in Chuvash. Together
with them he collected oral folklore which
was widely used to compile textbooks.
That’s how the public enlightenment work
of 1. Y. Yakovlev developed. In 1875 he
successfully graduated from the University
and was appointed an inspector of the
Chuvash schools of Kazan Region. He
was also supposed «to continue his useful
work in publishing books of religious and
moral content for the Chuvash people.»
The Inspector fulfilled these requirements
of the School District, having showed him-
self as a talented organizer and the head
of the people’s education.

% first pupils of Simbirsk Chuvash
school turned out to be like-minded per-

sons and helpers of its founder — I. Y. Ya-
kovlev. They took an active part in com-
piling a new Chuvash alphabet, in trans-
lating and publishing the books.

Since 1873 I. Y. Yakovlev together with
his pupils began publishing bilingual (Chu-
vash-Russian) ABC-books. The publishing
of such ABC-books continued up 1919.

On graduating from the University
1. Y. Yakovlev organized the Translators
Committee in his school including its pro-
fessors and best pupils on a voluntary
basis. The school books by K. D. Ushin-
sky, L. N. Tolstoy, A.Baranov, etc., works
by classics of the Russian and foreign
literature were translated and published
to the 40th anniversary of Simbirsk Chu-
vash school. More than 200 books on
people’s education, religion, agriculture,
building, etc. were issued during this period
under the guidance of 1. Y. Yakovlev.

In Simbirsk the publishing center was
created by him, and in every 2-class rural
school book wharehouses were opened to
distribute cheap books among the rural
population. The Central book wharehouse
was at Simbirsk Chuvash Teachers’ Tra-
ining school.

%nks to the help of the Simbirsk
publicity 1. Y. Yakovlev’s flat school existed

for three years. In 1871 it became an
educational establishment of the Ministry
of People’s Education. After that the school
started expanding. The women’s depart-
ment, instructional workshops, a family
church appeared in it.

The most outstanding event in the life
of the school was the participation of its
professors and students in the All- Russian
Industrial Exhibition in Nizhni Novgorod.
The school was awarded with a golden
medal of the Exhibition for the exhibits
displayed there.

The most important stage of the school
development was organizing an agri-
cultural farm to train teachers of broad
specialty. Basing on the farm 1. Y. Yakov-
lev wanted to organize refresher courses,
but World War I prevented him from full-
fillming this plan. A lot of its alumni went
to the front as volunteers.

On the basis of the school in 1920 the
Institute of People’s Education was orga-
nized — the first college in the history of
the Chuvash people.

In one of the buildings of this Institute
the State Museum of 1. Y. Yakovlev and
his School functions today.

of L. Y. Yakovlev, with an active support
of the publicity, the Kazan School Region
and the Ministry of People’s Education
for the first time in the history there ap-
peared an educational establishment —
the national school of the Chuvash people.
Scientists from Russia and a number of
foreign countries took an interest in it.
They often visited Simbirsk, wrote articles
about the school and its founder.

Later 1. Y. Yakovlev got interested in
the experience of educationists from other
countries, especially from multilingual
schools in Switzerland. He was often sent
on business trips by the Kazan School Re-
gion to West ern Europe. At the beginning
of the XXth century the manysided work
of the Chuvash enlightener caused mistrust
in the Ministry of People’s Education and
the officials of the Kazan School District
appearantly accused him of «separatism»,
<«nationalism». Later on all this led to the visit
of the Minister of Education L. A. Kasso
to Simbirsk Chuvash Teachers’ Training
school.

Being an orphan, he
grew up in an alien family. He learnt it
only 19 years later while preparing the
documents to the gymnasium.

L. Y. Yakovlev married in 1877, an
orphan girl, who had been brought up in
the family of N. I. llminsky, the director
of Kazan Teachers’ Training school for
non-Russians.

Thus a usual family appeared which
passed a hard way of its life and was kept
thanks to the humanism of their closest
environment.

There is no wonder that Ivan Yakov-
levich and Yekaterina Alekseyevna devo-
ted their lives to the people. Three children
were brought up in their family: Alexey (a
corresponding member of the Academy of
Sciences, Laureate of the State Prize, pro-
fessor), Lidiya (art expert, interpreter) and
Nikolay (engineer, music expert). In the
families of his descendants a number of
outstanding scientists and art critics were
brought up. Today their grandchildren and
great-grandchildren live and work in Rus-
sia and abroad, continuing the brilliant tra-
ditions of the Chuvash enlightener 1. Y. Ya-
kovlev.

TESTAMENT TO THE CHUVASH PEOPLE

qﬁ the name of the Father and the Son
and the Holy Spirit!

I address myself first to you, my Chuvash
friends and relatives. Your welfare is much
on heart; in this hour my thoughts turn to
you and to you first I want to convey my
last wishes.

More than anything keep tight that
which is very sacred:

faith in God. Faith gives wings to the
power of the spirit and heart, provides inner
peace, comforts and encourages the soul in
times of trouble and sorrow and illuminates
it in hours of success and joy. With faith in
god, you will not fail in the trials of life.
Without faith the world is cold and dark.
Believe in the final reward for good and
punishment for evil, in ultimate truth and
God’s judgment—terrible and just.

Honour and love the good and wise
Russian people who hold in themselves the
inexhaustible forces of spirit, heart and will.
They received you into their family as
brothers; they did not deceive nor oppress
you. Providence is leading them to great goals
unknown to us. May that people be the
leader of your development! Follow them
and trust them.

he Russian people’s life has been dif-
ficult, encountering— on its long and painful
way—much grief and pain, but the light of
the spirit never died out in it. The vision of
its great mission was never lost.

May Russia’s joys be your joys and her
sorrows your sorrows! Then you will par-
ticipate in her coming, brilliant future.Her
people did not fail you in the past; they
will not let you down in the future. Love
them and get closer to them. Every field
has its weeds but take my experience as a
guarantee: you will always find, among the
Russians, good and wise persons who will

support a just cause. Russia has gained her
rights through suffering; without doubt she
will share those rights with you. Trust the
people of Russia, love her, and Russia will
be a mother for you. May the immortal
name of my teacher, Nikolai Ivanovich
Ilminsky, serve you as a pledge and lo-
destar; it personifies for me the greatness
and beauty of the Russian national cha-
racter.

I turn to those of you who have had the
advantage of receiving an education.

Remember that you must help your less
fortunate compatriots. Don’t hope that so-
meone else will help them! Never forget
that it is your first duty to work for the
education of the Chuvash people because
they are your own. Go back to your people
with the treasure of scientific knowledge.
Promote in them civic responsibility. Teach
them law and justice. These matters are up
to you because these people are yours.

Do not despise your compatriots’ po-
verty, weakness and ignorance. You have
come from them and now you must work
for them. You were educated for their sake
and at their cost. Now you must pay that
debt. Don’t forget your obligation to your
younger brothers. Your reward? The
people’s love.

Remember, though, that you won’t win
their hearts unless you speak Chuvash. Using
your native language will not betray the
Russian cause! You can serve the great
country of Russia without forsaking your
mother tongue.

Complete what I have started, if I can
not finish it: give the Chuvash people the
Holy Scriptures, having completed the
translation of the Old Testament. Serve the
cause of Christianity; spread the light of the
Gospel among the many nationalities which
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people the eastern part of Russia. By your
language and spirit you are closer to these
people than the Russians are. Your efforts
in this great field of endeavour will partly
repay the debt you owe the Russian people:
from them you received the light of Christian
faith.

Honour the family. Keep it together.
Families support the people and the state.
Chuvash family links have always been
strong; guard this treasure. A strong family is
a bulwark against life’s adversities; a close,
happy family is not afraid of them. Be chaste.
Beware of wine and such temptations. In
protecting the family, you protect the chil-
dren and provide a solid foundation for
quiet, peaceable work.

Live in harmony with each other. Avoid
petty quarrels. Remember the great com-
mand of the Saviour: Do good to those who
hate you. True strength is the privilege of
those who do not insist on their rights.

Believe in diligent work and do it willingly.
Perform even the smallest task with patience

and good humour. Don’t grumble over life’s
problems. When we tackle small tasks
enthusiastically, they become important.
When we approach important tasks neg-
ligently, we diminish them. Success follows
all work done willingly and well. Avoid
devious methods. Dirty means produce
temporary results.

This is what I wanted to say to you as I
prepare myself to appear before the Sup-
reme Judge. If I have offended someone, I
ask him to pardon and pray for me. To you,
my compatriots and the many Russians who
have supported my work with willing hearts.
I express my deep gratitude for your warmth
and affection which I do not deserve. I
remember with warm thankfulness my
comrades and fellow-workers. Without their
unselfish zeal, my work could never have
been achieved.

I greet my own students. The hours spent
with you have been the happiest of my life.
May God protect each one of you on your
journey through life.
